(There are only six municipalities in Douglas County)
 Why?
— City of Omaha controls development in Douglas
County within three miles of its boundaries

— Omaha can annex adjacent communities in Douglas
County up to a population of 10,000

— Bellevue & Papillion control extends two miles

e Between 1960 and 2000 Omaha’'s
population density dropped by 45%
